Ensure that the Social Distancing Protocol is posted for customers to view. Social Distancing at Lunch Trucks

O Provide sanitizer for customer use with at least (60% alcohol) Wbl -l

Ensure the following sign is posted: g

0 Customers should stay home if sick

Monitor customer capacity to ensure social distancing. This is especially important for

customer wait lines.

0 Customers must be separated by at least six (6) feet from others, as much as

possible.

0 If tapeis used on the ground, food vendors must remove the tape upon departure and properly dispose of it.

Food vendors must:

0 Have access to handwashing facilities with soap and water and hand sanitizer that contains at least 60

percent alcohol g
0 Wear a cloth face covering at all times, when interacting with each other or with customers g

0 Regularly disinfect high-touch surfaces, such as counters, and customer payment areas

0 Follow communicable disease control recommendations provided by Public Health, including
guidance for cleaning and disinfecting all surfaces

0 Stay home if they are sick and ensure employees stay home when sick as well
